(FAMU, PWSFTViT, UNATC, VŠMU) is 80 EUR 
per participant for both workshops
participation fee for participants from other European
schools is 240 EUR per participant for both workshops
scholarships for travel available

Prizes:
MIDPOINT will award the best projects with the Prize 
for Best Short Film Project (1,000 EUR) and the Prize 
for Best Feature Film Project (1,500 EUR) at the end 
of Workshop 2.
