Korsakow workshop
June 10-15th Amsterdam.

In June 2004 I have participated in the 4 day workshop using the Korsakow tool. The workhsop was organised by the Mediamatic foundation - Amsterdam based organisation and it was held as a part of the World Video Video Festival in Amsterdam.
Since I have already seen several interactive films done with the Korsakow tool my interest was to create my own interactive film. For more that on year we have been developing a similar tool to create interactive documentaries for a project called HiddenSpirist.net. My interest was to use the same materials - 30 videos shot in a small village in Bulgaria and to crate an online interactive documentary reflecting life of the people living in the the small village using the Korsakow.

I found it very easy to use ( I usually do not work too much with computers ) and the possibility to create the non-linear narrative using sets of keywords was very good.
Using the Korsakow tool was very easy. It was possible to import all the media ( quick time video) make the keyword indexing, English subtitles and publish the whole movie on the Internet http://w6w.noema.nl/br_korsakow/engine.html to play the move Shockwave player must be installed.

To attend the workshop gave mo possibility to:

1. make my own interactive documentary using existing material 

2. see other projects, learn more about non-linear narrative. 

3. organising more Korsakow workshops 

Since the workshop I have been in close contact with the organisers and the author of the Korsakow tool. I have invited them to make presentations and small workshops as a part of the INYOP - Interactive Narrative course for Young professionals www.inyop.org which I have organised in Prague and in Bechyne in summer 2004.

To use Korsakow is very simple and it is possible to download it for free and use the manual to learn ho to create interactive films. It can be downloaded at www.Korsakow.com. To find out about more Korsakow workshop you can go to www.korsakow.org.

I'm planning to use Korsakow for several projects and also to organise more workshop on interactive storytelling in Czech Republic.
