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First of all, I’d like to express my thanks to Media Plus Programme, which financially supported my participation in the EAWE program. The information, feedbacks and reactions I acquired have helped me better understand the process of developing a script, step outline and film treatment. 

As a first time writer I had not much experience in writing a proper film script as well as putting down treatment. This workshop has helped me to understand and get into all parts of the script development process.

Very important part of the learning process was also the fact of acquiring a lot of different reactions to the script from members of our group. These were people of different cultural and language milieu and therefore I found the feedback very complex.

The residential workshop took place a spa-city of Mondorf, Luxembourg. The EAWE training team involved Head of Studies, Mr. Alan Fountain, the leader of our group Jani Thiltges, Script analysts Jacques Akchoti. Martin Daniel and Clare Downs, Marketing expert Rosa Bosch and many more. 

Having our project at the stage of first draft I was naturally interested in the script analysis sessions the most. My tutor was Mr. Martin Daniel and I really appreciate his comments and analysis on the script. His comments were not only valuable in terms of rethinking the story structure and characters development but I also got inspiration how the story could be developed in the future and what parts should be remade because they may not working in the whole structure.

These one-to-one sessions were intensive, sort of demanding in terms of rethinking the whole plot and script structure but they were also very helpful regarding deep in thinking of each character and his proper and purposeful place in the story. 

The good think was that Martin Daniel did not advice me directly. He just gave me questions and led me that I find a better way how to construct the story. He methodically tried to inspire me and I found this way of working on the script very stimulating. 

On the plenary sessions I have learned about the process of scripting, packaging and financing which leads to completion of the film. The most interesting for me was Film analysis - story structure held by Clare Down who described the main story-telling techniques which she also illustrated with film scenes of “Being John Malkowich“. 

Fantastic lectures about pitching the project done by Sybille Kurz were also very helpful and showed good examples how important is to grab immediate attention when presenting the projects to potential participants. One of the most important things I’ve learned is to separate one’s personal criticism from the presented subject and the rule that when presenting a certain story it’s good to use the language of the characters.  

I can only very highly recommend the EAVE workshops to any film professional. The course gives you a new view on the subject you may seem you know well. But you learn that there is always a lot to improve. On top of getting really valuable advices and comments you also make some new friendships, which may turn into potential working contacts in the near future.
