European Film School´s Workshop. La Fémis, Paris, April 6-8, 2006.

Report

With support from MediaDesk Czech republic I was able to participate in the 5th session of European Film School´s Workshop at La Fémis in Paris, France, for three days, April 6-8. As usually, La Fémis managed to create very friendly environment for the workshop as well as discussions in smaller working groups.  
The main topic for the 5th session of the workshop was exchanging students and sharing projects, coproductions and special courses. FAMU presented as a special case its coproduction with UIAH Helsinki, feature film Restart, which was joint graduate project of students from FAMU and UIAH. 
Another contribution of FAMU was my report on different courses which are taught at FAMU in English language: FAMU International. Special focus was on Academic Programme and Special Productions which are two main formats of the international Programme. Compared to the Summer University of La Fémis, FAMU International is more interwoven with FAMU regular Programmes because the two main international courses run during the academic year and students who study in Czech Programmes can collaborate with international students.  

With our colleagues from other European film schools we were discussing possibilities for further cooperation in joint projects. Since each school has quite tight schedule and students are obliged to respect the rhythm of academic year and work on their practical exercises, it is quite difficult to establish a regular exchange on long-term basis. On the other hand, some schools want to support their students to prepare joint projects, but it has to be very specific – and feasible. For example FAMU and La Fémis will work on an exchange Programme, which will be focused most probably on editing: students from second year of editing at La Fémis will travel to FAMU and study there for certain period of time and vice versa. 
Another topic which was discussed, was establishing the criteria for evaluation within EU framework of higher film education. This should be discussed in depth because setting up international quality standards might be helpful also for international exchanges. 
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
